Independent Study – Must receive approval from the Extension Agent or project leader. 
Example: you choose to do beef independent study, so you ask submit this plan to the 
Extension Agent or beef project leader. 

Design Your Own – Must receive approval from the Extension Agent.  

Approval is an important step because it gives you an opportunity to receive feedback on 
your plan. The completed project plan is due to your club leader along with your Record 
book on August 31.
